• Be completely humble and gentle; be PATIENT, bearing 
with one another in love.
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I Corinthians 13: 4-7

• Love is PATIENT, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not 
boast, it is not proud. It does not dishonor others, it is not 
self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of 
wrongs. Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the 
truth. It always protects, always trusts, always HOPES, 
always perseveres.
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II Peter 3: 9

• The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some 
understand slowness. Instead he is PATIENT with you, not 
wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to 
repentance.
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I Thessalonians 4: 16-17

• For the Lord himself will come down from Heaven, with a 
loud command, with the voice of the archangel and with 
the trumpet call of God, and the dead in Christ will rise 
first. After that, we who are still alive and are left will be 
caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the 
Lord in the air. And so we will be with the Lord forever.

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II Peter 3: 10

• But the DAY of the Lord will come like a thief. The heavens 
will disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed 
by fire, and the earth and everything done in it will be laid 
bare.
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I Thessalonians 5: 4-5

• But you, brothers and sisters, are not in darkness so that 
his DAY should surprise you like a thief. You are all 
children of the light and children of the DAY. We do not 
belong to the night or to the darkness.
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I Thessalonians 5: 8-10

• But since we belong to the DAY, let us be sober, putting 
on faith and love as a breastplate, and the HOPE of 
salvation as a helmet. For God did not appoint us to suffer 
wrath but to receive salvation through our Lord Jesus 
Christ. He died for us so that, whether we are awake or 
asleep, we may live together with him.
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I Thessalonians 5: 11

up, just as in fact you are doing.
